Ideas Paper 2: Policing the night-time economy
Abstract

This paper explores the nature and extent of policing and community safety responses to the crime and disorder problems generated within the night-time economy. It advocates innovative approaches towards developing partnerships between public and private agencies, which offer a range of strategic and operational benefits to police managers. It proceeds to outline the breadth of targets which policing activity might beneficially focus on, as well as the wide array of regulatory and enforcement tools now available to police to assist in the management of this alcohol-driven economy.  In so doing, it presents a series of local case studies to illustrate a range of novel approaches to tackling the problems of violence and disorder. An underlying theme of the paper concerns the appropriate balance between the deployment of reactive and proactive strategies and resources. This paper will be of much value to all those tasked with promoting safety in the night-time economy, including senior and frontline police, community safety practitioners and local and national policy-makers.
